• Internet – Click once here to open a web browser. This is your main access to the 

Internet. 

• Email – Click once here to see your Comcast email.  You can still access it 

through a web browser, but I’ve configured it to work through the email client, 

too.   

• Applications – This drop down menu is where you will find all of the programs 

you can run and use. 

o If you want a word processor (like Microsoft Word) click on 

“Applications” -> then “Office” -> then “OpenOffice.org Word 

Processor” 

• Places – This drop down menu is where you will find saved files, music, pictures, 

etc… 

o Click on “Places” -> then “Home Folder.” Once this is open, you can see 

all of the directories that your files will be in.  I put some music and some 

pictures in the appropriate folders. Enjoy them.  I put everything that was 

in My Documents on the old Windows in “old files.”
